Marking off of Source Material (my comments in bold):

There are also many people that believe the voucher system should not be in affect at all.  Some citizens believe that if an abundant amount of students get to go to the school of their choice, many public schools will ultimately become neglected.  Because they are given the opportunity to go wherever they desire, many people believe they will mostly prefer to go to private schools (Definition). Where has this paraphrase begun? What is Definition and how do we know this information is valid? Opponents of school vouchers also believe that “education tax dollars belong to the State and not to individual citizens” (Definition). Who are these opponents; can you give an example of one?  People against vouchers have come up with alternatives to achieve quality education.  Their substitutes include allowing students to choose other public schools in their district and “cultivating competition within the public school system” (Definition). Follow up: how do you argue with their claims? Refute them? Accommodate them?
Another marking of sources example (what I’ve added is in bold):
No Child Left Behind is designed for many different things.  According to the Department of Education’s description of the program, NCLB aims to heighten school standards and close the gap among the diverse student groups in education.  The act shoots to increase accountability among schools.  Schools are required to meet certain scores in reading and math which are evaluated over standardized testing. This is determined annually by results produced from testing of all ethnic groups to ensure that no group or child is left behind. The program allows for more options for schooling for parents and students. Students are allowed to leave schools that are considered struggling or in need of action and go to schools which are ranked higher.  Low-performing schools have a high incentive to improve because of loss or increase of funding. The Act also puts emphasis on learning to read. Students are required to be able to read by the third grade (NCLB Executive Summary 5). With that small addition, now we have a clear marker of where the source’s material begins.
