· Bring 3 possible identification questions for the final exam from at least 3 different texts. This portion of the exam will cover from Crash to The Kite Runner.

· Your last reading response is due today (unless you’ve chosen to write in response to the extra one; it’s due on Friday).
What To Turn In The Last Day Of Class (Friday, May 4)

· Final Essays
Your final essay for this class is due by class time on Friday, May 4, our final regular class meeting. The essay should be typed, double-spaced, and formatted according to MLA guidelines. Since research was a part of the assignment, don’t forget to document your sources carefully within the text of the essay and to include a Works Cited page.

· Last Responses to the Blog
This will be the last day I’ll accept reading responses, so if there are any that you’ve posted but not printed, or if you chose to write in response to the final option, bring a hard copy to class today.

What to Turn in the Day of the Final Exam (Thursday, May 10, 7:30 a.m.)

· Group Presentation Written Reports

Check the Group Presentation assignment sheet for details about what to include, but in terms of format, your group can present your report any way you like. All I ask is that it be bound together in some form so that I won’t lose parts of it from the classroom to my office, but other than that, feel free to dress it up as much as you wish. You also can use visuals if you’d like; I’ll send the pictures from your group’s presentation at the school if you’d like to include those.
· Your Individual Reflection on Your Group’s Presentation

Again, check the Group Presentation assignment sheet for details, but instead of emailing these, as I originally asked, I’d like for you to bring a hard copy to turn in. Single-spaced is fine; just make sure your name and the day you tutored is listed on it somewhere.

· A Copy of Your Project Log with the Total Number of Your Visits 

· The Take-Home Portion of Your Exam (We’ll discuss this in more detail on Friday as we review)

Other Stuff
· On the day of the final, I will bring a baked good of some kind for breakfast, so you guys are welcome to also bring food to share, or you can just bring your own beverage to have with what I bring. We will take the identification portion of the exam for the first hour, and then the last hour will comprise the “oral” component of our exam: we’ll spend it discussing how the semester has worked for you, what you’ve learned, and particularly reflecting on our time of service at the school. What that means is that you should plan to stay for the whole 2-hour period. I will be there a few minutes before 7:30 and you can start as soon as you arrive, so if you want the whole hour, make sure you’re on time. I’ll take them up at exactly 8:30.

· I do not anticipate this happening, but If, for some reason, I go into labor before the exam, someone else will be there to administer the written portion and take up the things you’ll be handing in; in that case, we’ll skip the oral part. Regardless, I’ll be the one who grades everything, so you don’t need to worry about that.
