Works Cited

A basic works cited entry for an electronic source:

Author’s name. “Title of the article or page.” Information about print publication. Title of the Website. Date the information was published on the web OR the date the site was last updated. Name of the sponsor or host of the website. Date you accessed the site <URL>.

A journal article:

Author’s name. “Title of the article.” Title of the Journal Vol# (year of publication): page#s. Name of the Database. Name of the research service. Name of the Library, Place of Library. Date you accessed the article <URL of the database search page>.

Other things:

· Works cited entries should be alphabetized.

· The format should look basically like this page – entries should be double-spaced with a hanging indent, and the Works Cited title should be centered on the first line.

· Works cited entries should NOT be numbered or marked off with bullet points.

· For every source in your paper, there should be a works cited entry; there should not be any entries on your works cited page that don’t appear in your paper. 

· If you have questions about how to find information, it’s your responsibility to ask.

· A correctly formatted and documented works cited page is part of the assessment for your long paper—do not put it off until the last minute.
